WHEREAS, in FY 2009 and FY 2010 the federal government resumed national investment in Surmmer
Youth Employment Programs through the use of ARRA funds, these fundy and additional resources were used
to help find subsidized employment for 9,000 vouth last year; and

WHERBEAS, youth found jobs worling in government offices, community organizations, medical
facilitics, Cily parks, the YMCA, and Boys and Girls Club facilities; and

WIHEREAS, funds used ity prior years have been expendsd and no new funds ars ideatified in the
recently passed HR. 1473 and the President’s proposed FY 2012 budget; and
